Uniform/Kit/PPE requirements & where/how to order

All Sports students will be required to purchase the compulsory BCA kit, which is appropriate to

their programme. You are only expected to purchase 1 kit bundle, so if you are part of an

Academy, please order the specific academy kit, as detailed below. We try to keep all

compulsory kit bundles to a minimum cost and then give the option for you to purchase

additional items. Clean, practical kit must be brought in every day in the event lessons require

practical participation.

Returning students are very welcome to order another complete bundle, however, you will
already have some kit from last year, so you may decide just to order a few additional items.

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On days when you are not wearing a college uniform, students are expected to dress in a

professional and appropriate manner, in line with the college dress code.

Health & Safety information e.g. no piercings, hair tied back etc

During practical lessons, long hair will need to be tied back and piercings/jewelry to be removed

or covered for safety reasons. Chewing gum is not permitted in lessons.

Additional qualifications (where applicable)

Sports Studies students may have the opportunity to complete additional qualifications as part

of their study programme. The training for these qualifications will form part of the course

syllabus, however, the actual exam will be optional and will incur an additional cost. We will

notify you of any details relating to these courses as and when necessary.

Industry Placement

As part of your study program, you will be required to carry out a mandatory industry
placement. This will give you the opportunity to experience a working week in a relevant role in
the industry. It’s never too soon to start looking for your placement!

We actively encourage students to find their own industry placement near to home, but BCA
will support you, if required. All employers accepting industry placement students will be
visited beforehand to ensure that they comply with health and safety regulations and also have
the correct insurance cover in place. All placements must be confirmed by the closing date
stated, and failing to complete a placement may result in you being unable to complete your
qualification.

Student expectations (Code of Conduct)

All Level 1 Sport, PS and OE students are required to pay £50.00 which will contribute towards

the cost of the compulsory trips that you will participate in as part of your course. This payment

will need to be made during the enrolment process.
